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This wide-angle image of Saturn's rings was taken Aug. 26 just before
Voyager 2's crossing of the plane of these complex structures. The
spacecraft was 105,000 kilometars (64,000 miles) from the rings when

1t acguived this fuege. This extremely oblique view of the bright side
of the rings highly magnifies features near the bottas of the picture end
compresses features across to the other side of the west ansa (the westemn
adge of the loop in the rings). Starting from the bottom, one can see

the F-ring, the A-ring with the Encke Gap, the Cassint Diviston (the
narrow dark band at centar), the I-m and the C-ring. The high-con-
trast orfont and dark areas of the ng ere seen at right; then.
